Washington’s Mount Vernon Estate and Gardens, and the Massachusetts Institute of 

Technology Museum.  

 

Schneiderman earned master’s degrees at Simmons College and University of Miami, and a 

bachelor’s degree at Barnard College. Schneiderman is a graduate of the Getty Leadership 

Institute and serves as an American Alliance of Museum's Museum Assessment Program peer
